1. The function of the chamfer command is to add uniform angles to corners.

2. The break command allows a user to make a perfect break on a line a certain distance. While the erase command takes out an entire line, the break command can take out a partial line.

3. If you want to enter a break in an arc or circle do so in a counter clockwise manner.

4. The filet button is found in the modify toolbar.

5. The fillet radius is set by choosing in the modify toolbar, the Fillet button, and then R for Radius, than enter the new radius.

6. When setting fillet or chamfer to 0 a corner is accomplished.

7. The purpose of the offset command is to create another line that is the same as the line chosen to offset and move it as specified distance.

8. Multilines could be useful when drawing walls, roads, and sidewalks.

9. The purpose of Multiline styles and Multiline Edit tools are to make multilines a specified way.
