Review Questions

1. The Purpose of the STRETCH command is to stretch an object drawn.

2. To enlarge an object by 50% using the SCALE command first select the object, and enter, than enter 1.5 for the number, this increases the size by 50 %. To enlarge it three times it size using the scale factor enter the number 3. To reduce it to ½ its present size enter the number .5.

3. To dynamically scale an object up or down you may do so by first selecting the object, and then pressing enter. Next you need only move the cursor one way or the other to dynamically scale an object

4. You may dynamically rotate an object by clicking upon rotate and dragging the object to a new location.

5. To express the 90% rotation of object accurately for the rotation angle enter 90 degrees. 

6. The purpose of the trim command is primarily used if you have drawn lines to long and would like them to end at a specific line, circle, or rectangle.

7. The extend command would be useful if a line did not reach another line and you wanted it to.
